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istory of Education in China
The traditional Chinese

education system is based on

Legalist and Confucian ideals.

Some feel the teaching of
Confucius has shaped the overall Chinese
mind-set for the past 2,500 years.

The impact of this shift can still be seen today.
It might be said, Chinese higher education
continues its struggle with excessive
departmentalization, segmentation, and
overspecialization in particular.
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Wikipedia reports:“In 1977, Deng
Xiaoping made the decision of resuming the
(Gao Kao) [[%7% gaok d o], having profound
impact on Chinese higher education in history.
From the 1980s on, Chinese higher education
has undergone a series of reforms that have
slowly brought improvement. The
government found that schools lacked the
flexibility and autonomy to provide education
according to the needs of the society”

Domestic Education

China now has 260 million students
attending public school with mandatory
attendance in grades 1 to 9 called primary
grades and junior secondary. The competition
is huge, parents make education their main
priority as most have only one child. The
pressure is fierce to ensure the child obtains
the best education. After grade 9, students
enter grades 10 to 12. After high school, the
infamous “Gaokao' (575 gaok d 0), aka. the
NCEE (National College Entrance Exam) is
taken. These statistics were taken from the
2016 Education in China report prepared by
the OECD (Organization for Economic
Co-operation and Development). “Gaokao”is
an annual test administered over a two or
three-day period throughout China. Itis a

grueling nine-hour affair that dictates a
student’s college admission. This is in contrast
with the west, where placement is usually
based upon the results of the academic year
and a test. China however relies solely on the
"Gaokao"score.

Every June, newspapers usually publish
when the exam is being held and tell tales of
children being moved to quiet places close to
the test location so as to avoid any noise that
would distract from studying. Children may
even be shielded from tragic news until they
finish the test. Students looking to land a spot
at a top Chinese university must do well on
this“all in"test. Though the government has
recently introduced a second chance for those
that did poorly on their “Gaokao’ They can
retest in November. However, this results in
them losing a year or starting in the middle of
the year, making them a bit out of sync. Each
university has a required score for entrance.
This past year, a“Gaokao”score of 733 out of a
maximum of 750 was necessary to attend

Tsinghua &4 ginghuad).

International Education
Over 500,000 Chinese students are

studying abroad, a 3-fold increase from just a
decade ago. The Chinese Scholarship Coundil

CSC provided over 100,000 scholarships last
year and expects that this will continue to
increase in the future. The majority of these
students return to China upon graduation. This
type of person is often referred to as a"# )"
(h @ igut) which is a homonym for “sea turtle”in
Chinese. Students choosing to study abroad
do not rely on “Gaokao"results for college
qualification. Instead they must meet the
admission requirements of each oversea
university. Popular study destinations include
the United States, Canada, Australia, and the
UK. Almost any country with a university
offering a degree which is recognized
internationally could be considered. To enable
children to meet the international college
admission standards, families look to enroll
children in a private school within China
during adolescence. English may be the
primary language of instruction. Tuition at
such institutions is much higher than at local
Chinese schools. It may be as high as
2-300,000 RMB or about $50,000 USD. Thus,
this option is cost-prohibitive for the ordinary
Chinese family.

The Chinese'feelings toward foreign
education varies. It is also changing in
comparison to years ago. About a decade ago,
in Tianjin talk of studying abroad was with the
tone of intrigue and interest. These days, as
China in general has seen significant increases
in technological integration and perceived
convenience in daily life, there seems to be a
definite difference in the attitude towards
studying abroad. Namely, it seems to have lost
a little bit of its glitz and glam.

Years ago, a foreign education had more
mysticism. It was much like coming to China
was. As less had done it, more people
wondered what it would be like. With the
passing of time, countless students have come
and gone from China, exposing far more locals
to foreign culture along the way. Likewise,
many Chinese have gone overseas and
returned sharing their tales of life far away
from home. Both groups have done their part
in satisfying others urge to know about the

unknown. It's a bit like hearing from a friend
who went to a new restaurant that the food
there wasn't so good, or at a minimum wasn't
as amazing as they thought it would be. After
such a report, likely the person who has yet to
go, won't feel near the same amount of
urgency to go themselves. International
education perhaps is a lot like that. It used to
be fresh, new and unknown. Now, there is far
more understanding about what living abroad
means.

International education plays a partin
getting to live overseas. For some, itis a
stepping stone. To prep people for future
education, life or work in another country,
parents will enroll their children in
international schools within China from a
young age. Others may rely on a Chinese
system to complete their basic education
before taking specific steps to meet the
admission requirements for a university
abroad. A fairly popular example of this are
students who attend Chinese based schools
all the way through college and graduate with
a bachelor’s degree. Afterward they apply and
study abroad for their master’s or doctorate.

Studying hard is important in any university.

Another example are Chinese professors who
get to participate in an exchange or research
program with a university abroad. This may
take them overseas for one or two years.
However, their permanent home and career in
China remains intact as they temporarily live
abroad. In such cases, the education received
abroad may expand one's horizon, or provide
a looking glass into another way of life and
teaching. Ultimately though, the individual
may be changed very little by time away from
China. After all, their work, home and family
are in China. In such a scenario it changes the
entire context of the time spent learning
abroad. It's as if to say, from the very beginning
they know the educational experience is but a
temporary one, therefore, gaining of
knowledge is fine, but no major long-term
changes in who they are as a person will result.

Foreign Students

During the recent 19th National
Congress held in Beijing in October, Chinese
Minister of Education, Chen Baosheng stated
in a press conference that Chinese education’s
international influence has continued to
increase over the past five years and China has
become the 3rd largest destination for foreign
students. 443,000 foreign students studied
here last year. This number is expected to grow
to over a half a million by next year. Of these
students, it is estimated half sought to obtain a
degree, while the other half took short term
training, such as for Mandarin Chinese. This
contrasts with 70% of Chinese who are
reported to be studying abroad for a degree,
with many seeking a masters or doctoral
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degree. These figures indicate that China still
has room to grow in terms of its educational
system being seen as one which is capable of
setting a student up for success outside of
China. Degrees obtained in China may or may
not allow students to find the job of their
dreams back in their home country. This may
be why for some China is seen as a great place
to learn Chinese, but not necessarily the top
choice for pursing a degree.

That said, the Chinese government
continues to invest heavily in education. As
they do, Universities may have the ability to
climb in their international notoriety, making
them more desirable for foreigners to study at.
Until then, a good portion of expats may
continue to use China as a platform mainly for
linguistic study and cultural exchange. Even a
year or two spent studying Chinese in China
can go along way in helping expats have
some idea of what life in China is like, plus
grasp some fundamentals of Chinese culture.
Students that have been studying in China will
probably admit, learning Chinese is not the
toughest part. Learning the culture can be far
more challenging. The basics of popular foods
and drinks aren't hard to grasp fairly quickly.
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But the intricacies of Chinese familial, secular,
and social relationships can take a lifetime and
virtually full fluency to truly grasp.

Most foreign universities have between
10-20% of their student population comprised
of international students. These universities see
having this international diversity as providing
a diverse environment which encourages
intellectual thinking and exposure to different
ideas. No doubt, the higher tuition fees paid by
international students is also a big plus. In
comparison, some students studying in China
may find tuition fees to be quite reasonable. If
overall living costs are managed, it may make
for a more economically feasible self-funded
education when compared with back home.
Another advantage to studying in China is the
possibility of obtaining a fully-paid scholarship.
The Chinese government, the University itself,
and even other entities may offer partial of full
scholarships to foreign students. The
obtainment of these scholarships may be
relatively easy when compared with other
countries. In such a scenario, it becomes quite
compelling to study in China when for the
most part it's going to be free of financial cost.

Based on some estimates Chinese
universities have less than 1% of foreign

student population. Yet, the number of
foreigners studying in China has been
growing. This is due to the fact that living
conditions on Chinese campuses are
improving and there is some English
instruction available depending on major.In
addition, China as a country is becoming a
focal point of the world. This makes studying
China more compelling than what it was.
While some people living overseas may
mistakenly feel they don't have any real
dealings with China, a closer look at almost
any business may reveal at least indirectly, it
has a connection to China. The “Made in China”
label is infamous. Even in cases where a
product isn't labeled as such, the participation
of a Chinese entity in the production life cycle
is quite probable. Maybe it was a component

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or supply, or even some sort of labor. For
example, builders may design and construct a
structure entirely in America. Thus, few may
see that completed project as connected to
China. However, an in-depth investigation may
reveal a large quantity of the raw building
supplies, such as sheet metal was
manufactured and imported from China. Or if
wasn't the construction materials, maybe it
was the Asus computer that was used during
the design process. The bottom line is, there
were Chinese connections.

These Chinese contributions abroad
serve as a subtle promotor of China a viable
country for education. They raise a general
awareness and interest in coming to China for
a visit or even pursuing some sort of business,
trade or commerce here. Since language is
seen as the biggest barrier to living in, or
dealing with China, that puts learning Chinese
at the top of the list of things to do when in
China. Expats may come to study Mandarin
initially, only to realize later that they could
apply for a scholarship to continue their study
for free via a scholarship and perhaps even
obtain a degree. Other foreigners may see
obtaining a degree in China as the key to living
in China long-term of finding a job back home
which is directly connected to China. Degrees
earned from a Chinese college are obviously
well received by local employers. Therefore,
expats looking to stick around in China, may
be able to address both linguistic and
academic requirements for future
employment by studying at a college in China.

Big Business

All this educating makes for big business.
As an example, to prepare students to enter
foreign universities and colleges, there are
hundreds of international schools throughout
China. There are several models. Some cater
only to expatriate families, while others
cooperate with foreign-based curriculums so
students graduate with foreign diplomas plus
proficient in English. If English is not sufficient,
there are bridging programs to improve
English to the point of admission. Tianjin is
home to a number of these types of
“international”schools. As noted earlier, tuition
at these institutes is significantly higher than
traditional local schooling. Therefore, it
becomes a major financial investment for the
family. It is thought by some to ensure a child
the best opportunity to transition to life
abroad later on. Therefore, those desirous of
trying to move and stay abroad, may pursue

this option. On the other hand, locals who
have already considered and decided against
having their children live abroad likely see this
as an unnecessary investment. Children
whose future work plans are domestic, may
not realize any major advantage in finding a
job domestically because they went to an
international school within China. Unless
perhaps they will focus solely on working for a
foreign firm with an office or branch within
China. In such a scenario, paying the extra
money to attend an international school with
a local location might make sense as it would
likely result in the individual be quite
comfortable with English and international
culture.

There are over 500,000 Chinese students
studying abroad. Each studentin an
undergraduate program will pay an annual
tuition ranging from $20,000 to $50,000 USD. If
you add in living expenses of $2,000 per
month, you can see that education is a
business that means billions of dollars. These
figures don't even include the revenues
generated by parents visiting these students
over a period of study. For the Chinese, it is
almost for sure that they will arrange for their
parents to come visit them at some point
during their overseas study if at all possible.
Expats on the other hand, may face greater
challenges with trying to get their family to
come visit them in China. This could be
because parents fear a linguistic or cultural
barrier.

While some expats and their family may
still be mulling over the pros and cons of
studying in China, a portion of Chinese are still

keen on studying abroad. The recent China
Education Expos held in Beijing, Chengdu,
Guangzhou and Shanghai saw over 600
foreign institutions with display booths, each
trying to recruit Chinese students to their
schools abroad. Attendance was over 10,000
each day. Most questions were about what is
the world ranking of the school and what is
the chance of getting a job after graduation.
Not too much concern or questions are made
about the cost. This reflects a major trend in
education in general, it has become more
about making money than educating. Years
ago, educational institutions may have more
about conveying knowledge than making big
money. Likewise, students attending may have
been more interested in learning than simply
having the possibility of earning more after
graduation. These days, education is almost
synonymous with business. Colleges are
looking to cash in by attracting students,
particularly education focused Chinese ones,
and the students are looking to profit greatly
post-graduation.

Cultural Differences

The massive difference in population
between China and the West is at the core of
the educational variance. China has over 260
million Chinese students, which is more than
the population of many countries. Students in
China are educated on a rote basis, learning by
repetition. Class sizes are larger out of
necessity.

Western students have greater freedom
for holistic learning, being taught to question
and reason why. Class interaction is based

International students in university
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more on individualism and private thought.
Enrollment into universities is usually based on
several applications to many different
universities and the student makes a final
choice. A good student is not just based upon
grades. Social success and cooperation are
also important. Study time allocation is
comprised of social clubs, electives and
associations not just compulsory subjects.
Chinese philosophy puts a greater
emphasis on education. The role of the
teacher is much stronger and more
disciplinary than the west. Compared to the
western thought that a teacher is more of the
student’s equal. Chinese students tend to
memorize facts. Chinese college admission is
solely determined by the one test described
earlier, the “Gaokao! Good Chinese students
are determined more by their academic
grades and obedience to the system. Study
time for a Chinese student is almost solely
about compulsory academic subjects.
Accommaodation in Chinese schools is
usually cheap, crowded and mandatory. Even
if a student resides in the same city, they must
likely live on campus. Dormitory rooms may
house eight students or some other rather
large quantity for the space provided. In the
west, students may have greater freedom in
choosing to reside off campus or opt for a
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Studying with fellows from different cultures is a unique experience.

homestay where they can live with a local
family. Albeit domestically or internationally,
housing is an important factor to consider
when thinking about accepting higher
education. Dormitories can be rife with
adolescent behavior which might otherwise
not occur if greater mature adult supervision
existed. A large quantity of inexperienced
individuals living together with nearly zero
parental participation may not be the greatest
environment. Living with locals may initially
seem like a great idea, so as to gain a grasp of
real life, culture and improve language skills.
However, host families are not perfect. The
student may be exposed to rather undesirable
conditions or situations with seemingly no
one, or no where to go to for escape,
especially if living far away in a foreign country.
An alleged benefit to the compulsory
dormitory arrangement in China is that many
Chinese classmates form strong relationships
that continue after graduation and into the
business sector. No wonder that such a solid
bond might exists, seeing they have lived
together for so many years. These could
translate into being successful business
partners. When making inquiring to a Chinese
entrepreneur, if they aren't able to solve the
problem, the solution often lies in making a
quick call to an alumnus. The trust between

classmates may be as strong or stronger than
family.

Conclusion

Clearly things are changing in China. It is
developing and educational reformis
happening. The latest“Double First Rate” (X{—
¥t shuang yi i) initiative will build further on
the earlier programs of 211"and “985" Things
will continue to change as more Chinese
students get exposed to foreign travel and
education. In Jack Ma’s day, he had to go
where foreigners hung out in Hangzhou so he
could learn English and expand his horizons.
This in part led him to becoming one of the

world’s most successful businessman. These
days, foreigners are flocking to Chinain
attempt to learn Mandarin so as to gain a
better understanding of Chinese culture.
Regardless of where one is being educated,
education is being used to instill knowledge
and ideals which the educational entity itself
finds self-serving. It is for this reason that
choosing how much and what type of
education will be pursued is paramount.
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dward Batey is a Teacher of Art
and Deputy Head of 6th Form at
Wellington International College
Tianjin.

difficult it must be to adapt to a new
language and culture. I thought at the time
that my travels would be shorter and that |
would be able to bring some experience of
being in the position of a ‘foreigner’ to
benefit my approach to teaching back in the
UK. Now in my 9th year in Tianjin it doesn't
look like I will be returning to the UK to teach
any time soon!

JIN: Why did you choose Tianjin and not
Beijing, Shanghai, or Guangzhou?

EB: The main attraction was that | knew
almost nothing about it other than that the
famous martial artist Huo Yuanjia (75 7C H
huo yuan jia) was from Tianjin. Tianjin has
been very welcoming to me - it's the place |
now call home, the place where we are
bringing up our son and the place where |
shall be for the foreseeable future.

JIN: How does your job differ from the
usual "English teacher" position?

EB: It differs in that | am aiming to develop
the artistic ability of a student but | believe
that we all need to play our part when we are

trying to develop confident English speakers.
Art contains its own range of specialist
vocabulary which students need to
understand and be able to apply. Over my
career | have had a number of roles in
addition to teaching art and, currently, at
Wellington Tianjin | am Deputy Head of Sixth
Form where | work with a team dedicated to
supporting our Year 12 and Year 13 students
to get the very best examination results and
to go on to their first-choice university
destinations.

JIN: What is a usual day on the job like?
EB: | have a fairly full timetable teaching art
from Year 7 to Year 13 and this is what takes
up the majority of my time. Years 7-9 are
following a curriculum which is designed to
prepare them for GCSE (General Certificate of
Secondary Education) exams at the end of
Year 11 and then Years 12 and 13 are working
toward A Levels and of course preparing a
portfolio for their university applications.

JIN: What is the profile of a typical
student?
EB: It sounds like a cliché but there is no

‘typical student. We might be able to
generalize about some elements but | find
that the more | get to know a student the
harder it is to make generic comments about
a student or group of students. The key to
good teaching is approaching young people
as individuals, recognizing that one size does
not fit all and appreciating that progress will
not always be linear and predictable. Part of
my job involves administering cognitive
aptitude tests and on more than one
occasion | have been surprised by the results
— abilities and aptitudes are not always right
there on the surface.

JIN: In addition to just working in
Tianjin, you also chose to marry a local
and settle down. How did each mate’s
family and friends respond to the
relationship?

EB: My family and friends were pleased. |
think that perhaps my wife's parents were a
little more uncomfortable. Western men
haven't always built themselves a great
reputation in Asia. 9 years on and 1 grandson
later we get on very well. | enjoy my mother
in law's dumplings and | enjoy drinking
“baijiu” (F13# baijitt) with my father in law!

JIN: What legal processes needed to be
completed to register your marriage?
EB: It was a very simple process from what |
remember — the UK legally recognizes
Chinese marriages so we didn't have any
other complicated things to do. We have the
option of formally registering our marriage in
England but from what I've read it makes zero
difference legally.

JIN: How has being raised in different
cultures affected the parenting process?
EB: The parenting process is no different to
any of the other cultural differences. You have
to be patient with each other and open
minded.

probably veers more to a‘Chinese’approach
because we live in China. Our son went to
Chinese kindergarten to give him a good
foundation in spoken Chinese so | deferred to
my wife a great deal. He's started in Year 1 at
Wellington now so | feel more able to engage
with the process which I love.

JIN: How do you see your future in
Tianjin?

EB: | see Tianjin as my home. My wife is local
and | have made many dear friends here. I'm
happy in my work and believe that I'm
working in a school with huge potential. It's
not inconceivable that my 5-year-old son
might graduate from Wellington College
International Tianjin.

JIN: What are the keys to success for
expats in Tianjin?

EB: ‘Foreigners'were a great novelty when |
arrived in 2008, I remember my first visit to the
supermarket being filmed by an old grandpa
with a video camera. There are a few more of
us now, but we still have something of the
novelty factor and this, combined with a
smattering of Mandarin will make Tianjin feel
like a really warm and welcoming place.
Inevitably there will be days when every
single thing about living in China annoys you
but don't gripe about it. Get a Chinese hobby.
Learn something that you will take with you
when you leave or even something which
might make you want to stay here!

JIN: Of the expats who come to Tianjin, some

find work and stick around for a few years
before moving on. Relatively few though
marry a local and establish real roots. Ed has
taken the path less traveled, and now even
has the joy of becoming a father to add to his
list of things experienced in China. As our
cover articled discussed at length,
international marriages do exist and represent
yet another way the world is shrinking. Plus it
proves we really are one human family, with
common aspirations, desires, goals and
hopes.

CHOOSING A DISTRICT
-~ INTIANJIN

hen it comes to real

estate, the advice often is:

“location, location,

location!’So too with

business. The location of
your business very well may make a world of
difference, especially in China. For expats in
Tianjin, having a basic understanding of how
different districts may affect your business is
important. In China, in addition to selecting a
City to open a business in, you also must
choose a district within that city.

A quick look at the map will reveal
Tianjin's core districts include (Hedong i 4<
hédang), Hexi (i PH héxt), Hebei (1L hébei),
Heping (#1°F- héping), Honggiao (KL
hénggido) and Nankai (R 7Fnankai). Outside
the city center are the districts of Beichen (1t
Ji< beichén), Dongli (A< i dongh), Wuging (X
¥ w 1 ging), and Xiging (P4 xiging).
Painting with rather broad-brush strokes,
Nankai is about education, or at least it was.
Back in the day, the top three university
campuses were in Nankai. These were Nankai
University, Normal University, and Tianjin
University. This shaped the district largely in
terms of business development and housing.
Naturally students and faculty found living on
or near the campuses convenient. Years ago,
most all expats would be found studying at
one of these three universities. Heping is
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known for finance, while Hexi represents
culture and government. Hedong is a
transportation hub with the Tianjin's main train
station being located there. Honggjiao is home
to the less prominent West train station.

Wuging is home to the Florentia Village
(BB 1%/ IME foludlinsa xio zhén) and a
good bit of agriculture related activities. Xiging
is a vast district which spans an incredible
amount of land. It is becoming increasingly
well known as most of the large universities
that used to operate mainly out of Nankai have
now built new campuses in Xiging. Dongliis
home to the Binhai International Airport. It has
a number of companies related to
manufacturing and logistics.

How to Choose?

Beyond considering the brief
background information shared above, think
seriously about where you want to live. After
all, ideally your business location will not be
lightyears away from your residence. Keep in
mind that districts in Tianjin are quite
disconnected despite being physically
connected. Each operates fairly autonomously.
What is allowed in one, may be a complete no
no in another district right next door. Expats
need to think not merely where they want to
live and work, but also examine exactly what
investment requirements each district has. It is

e

possible that the very business an expat wants
to open is not allowed in some districts. It is
mandatory to check early and thoroughly
exactly which district would be the best home
for your business based on the specific type
and nature of your enterprise.

In terms of living environment, the
districts outside of the city may offer a far more
quiet and peaceful place to call home.
However, many of the big malls, hotels, and
other attractions are located within the city
center. Therefore, consider your lifestyle. Those
looking for a metropolitan, night on the town
feel, will want to consider downtown districts
such as Hedong, Hexi, Heping and Nankai.
Expats who don't mind having a little extra
space will find real estate in the outer districts
of Dongli, Wuging and Xiging more appealing.
Infact, in these areas renting or buying a home
may even be possible. The dwellings may offer
multiple levels of living space, a basement, and
dare we say, even a little yard.

Be aware though, transportation outside
the city center can be challenging, especially at
night. If an expat has the ability to buy a car,
get alicense plate, and obtain a Chinese
driver’s license, living in the outskirts isn't a
terrible idea. For those that aren't ready to
invest so much into transportation, or have
legitimate concerns over possible legal liability
related to taking to the road in Tianjin, consider

hiring a private driver. At a minimum, be
armed with the Didi Chuxing (i HH 47 didi
chlxing) app. Hiring a car to get back and
forth to destinations in town and the city will
be necessary. Buses and subway systems aren't
as comprehensive outside the central districts.

Investment Requirements

When choosing a district in Tianjin to
incorporate a business, double check on actual
investment requirements. Specifically, how
much capital do they require at the time of
initial incorporation. Do not accept word of
mouth. An actual visit to what Baidu terms the
“Bureau of Industry and Commerce” (T T4 7T
B LR gongshang xingzhéng qu d nl 1
j) or what locals colloquially call the " T- T J&)"
(géngshangju) is necessary.

Be sure the office of the bureau of
commerce you visit is the one that actually has
jurisdiction over the district you plan to invest
in. Remember, investment requirements can
vary from district to district. Thus, visiting a few
offices of the bureau of commerce for a few
different districts is a good idea. Pay attention
to how much initial capital is required and if
your type of business is welcome within that
district. Another key is to discuss approximate
approval times for the business license. Take
the time and initiative to interact with other
business in the same industry that are already
doing business in that district. Ask them what
itis like dealing with the local bureau of
commerce.

When it comes to tax, there is local tax (
HuFd dishul) and national (aka. state) tax ([
Bl gudshui). As with everything else, how each
district’s tax administration interacts with the
companies located inside the district can vary.
In addition to talking to other entrepreneurs in
the district about incorporation and dealing
with the bureau of commerce, contact some
reputable accountants as well. Inquire about
dealing with the tax administration. This will do
wonders in giving insight into what it will

actually be like to conduct business within that
district.

Conclusion

Investing in China is more of a reality for
expats than ever before. The manufacturing
boom has somewhat passed. Perhaps what
China needs now more than anything else is
reputable, quality service providers. There is a
glut of goods in China. However, when it
comes to skilled labor within the trades, there
is room to grow. Expats that have acquired
solid skills in various areas of expertise might
consider opening a service oriented firm. As
with any business, getting past the first few
years may be a challenge. However, there is a
certain amount of loyalty amongst trusted
business partners. An expat that opens a
service firm and can stand the test of time,
slowly but surely building a book of business,
may in the end find a decent opportunity here
in Tianjin. Clients may stay with them over the
years, choosing to stay with the relatively
secure choice of a reliable vendor versus
constantly changing. The key lies in being

Over three decades have
passed, but the question posed remains
the same, especially for students who
study abroad.

The Chinese

From a Chinese perspective, getting
to study abroad used to be a very big
deal. Especially before the “Nixon to China’
eventin 1972 (as reported by Wikipedia)
there was an ocean between the US and
China. The sea has slowly begun to be
crossed by countless Chinese who have
and are studying in the States. Hardly
limited to America, it is well known that
wherever in the world a university can be
found, most likely, someone of Chinese
nationality will be there.

Itis no secret, the Chinese love
education. Or at least what education
allegedly can do for those who involve
themselves with it. While going abroad to
study was previously reserved for the few
and privileged, little by little, the

"
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opportunity to study overseas has
increased significantly. While it couldn’'t
be said that just anyone and everyone can
study abroad, when talking with Chinese
nationals living in larger cities such as
Tianjin and Beijing, the view towards
overseas education has definitely
changed. This is largely due to the harsh
reality that studying abroad hardly
“guarantees” success, particularly in a
financial way.

The Sixth Tone reported on this
reality under the title of “Chinese Grads
Return Home with Degrees and
Disillusionment.” Statistics shared indicate
the majority of Chinese citizens that study
overseas return to China looking for
employment. For these folks, the answer
to the question posed by the Clash, is a
resounding “go.” As they leave their
overseas adventure behind, many grads
are getting a reality check. Finding a
dream job anywhere, quietly frankly, isn't
easy.

Put the economics of it all aside, and
let’s talk familial. Living abroad long term
isn't easy when it comes to maintaining
close family relations. A few will make a
few years. Fewer still will stick it out for five

to ten years. And least of all, are those
choosing to live a decade or more
overseas. Why?

The Chinese have a phrase: "7 4
" (lud yé gut gén), which translates to: “a
fallen leaf returns to its roots”” From a
dendrological point of view, the
expression has merit. Watch the leaves as
they fall. Without outside influence, such
as wind or human interference, the leaves
one by one fall to the ground below. As
they do, they return to their ‘roots,’ that is
the very root system of the tree which
they grew from.

Metaphorically speaking, the Chinese
use this phrase to describe what is a
natural process of growing up and away,
only to in time, inevitably return to pretty
much exactly where one started. For this
discussion, it means long before
departure, the Chinese have ingrained
psychologically the rightness, the
naturalness of returning to their country
of origin. Unlike other cultures where
permanent immigration to another land
may not so directly run contrary to
ingrained culture, the Chinese have in
many respects been predisposed based
on cultural conditioning to “go” but

certainly not to “stay” abroad.

The Expat

Some born outside of China are
choosing to come here for study. A trip to
the major universities in Tianjin, such as
"Nanda’ (i Kk nanda ak.a. B K%
nankai daxué) and “Tianda” (KK tianda
ak.a. KK tianjin daxué) will reveal
this. Each has its quota of “foreign
students. But one step outside those
campus gates, and the real world will
convey a simple truth. It may be relatively
easy to study here, but just the opposite
to stay long term.

The harsh reality of the challenges
associated with staying abroad after
graduation is hardly limited to Chinese
nationals. Expats hailing from other
countries face the exact same challenges,
with a unique Chinese twist. Like what?

First, China has a history of closing its
doors to the outside world. After the
establishment of the new China in 1949,
the door of entry progressively closed. It
wasn't until 1972 that Nixon became the
first U.S. president to visit China. Especially
to the older generation, this isn't just
history but real life. Memories of times
when no foreigner, not even one, would
have been seen walking the streets of
Tianjin, let alone making a permanent
home here are real. The younger
generation, particularly those that are
thirty years of age or younger, may see the
presence of expats in Tianjin as no big
deal. That's because they are disconnected
from the previous reality and connected
with a more globalized society.

Second, Chinese cultural is very
strong. While other countries have their

culture, the Chinese culture is one that
stands in stark contrast to others, with
often little tolerance for deviation. Perhaps
the simplest example of this is drinking
hot water, even if it is hot outside. For a
local, the act of drinking hot water all the
time doesn't even make the radar. Yet, for
an expat, it can be something that after
years of life here, may still seem
challenging to accept. Especially when so
many citizens, so consistently and
absolutely adhere to and promote such a
culture it can be overwhelming. Life as an
expat means every new acquaintance will
likely reiterate the many alleged wonders
of drinking hot water, and just how
unconditionally such a practice must be
implemented.

Perhaps it is the scale and uniformity
of Chinese culture that ultimately sends
expats packing. In other countries, there
simply isn't such consistency in terms of
following one, singular set of cultural rules
times one billion. Especially in places such
as America where the estimated
population according to Wikipedia
surpasses 320 million, cultural variation is
visible everywhere. This dilutes the cultural
pressure dramatically when compared
with what expats face in China.

Conclusion

The doors to China are open now
more than before. The fact that some
expats have an opportunity to obtain a
ten-year Chinese visa is almost
unimaginable when compared to how
things were a few decades ago. Likewise,
quite a number of Chinese have studied
abroad. For both groups though, the day
of graduation brings with it a huge
question. It looms like test day, and can't
be avoided.

To stay or go after graduation is
literally a life altering decision. As the lyrics
of the song go, the truth is, there is going
to be trouble with either decision. To stay
means a life of fighting to belong,
adapting to, and navigating a system

which ultimately wasn't designed with
expats in mind. Plus, there is no telling
when a strong wind of political change
may bring the house of cards crashing
down. Anyone without U.S. citizenship
knows this feeling as they faced the new
Trump administration. So too, anyone
without Chinese citizenship, has a lurking
question as to their legal place within the
borders of China. The bottom line is this,
China wasn't founded with the ideal of
catering to non-Chinese nationals. As
such, it has been an ongoing process of
deciding exactly what role foreign
presence will play within the context of
modern China. This element should be
considered sooner than later by expats
trying to answer that age-old question,
should I stay or should | go?

FIVE TIPS FOR INTEGRATING
CHINESE INTO YOUR

hen | came to China, | knew

less than a dozen words and

could barely count to ten. |

wasn't a Chinese major, nor

did I personally know any
Chinese people in my hometown. |
assumed that I'd be able to pick up the
language more easily once | was here. One
colleague-turned-friend was instrumental in
helping my Chinese grow by leaps and
bounds with tips that she was using to help
her daughter become fluent in English.

Watch television and movies in Chinese.

Feel good about letting your kids
watch an hour of television each day by
flipping on Peppa Pig or Paw Patrol in their
Chinese versions. Familiar movies are also
good for watching in Chinese with English
subtitles. I learned to read a lot of Chinese
just by reading the subtitles as | listened in
English.

Buy Chinese language books.

Before | had kids | already had a decent
sized collection of Chinese language
children's books. They ranged from the
super-simple one-word-per-page books for
babies to an anthology of Harry Potter
(which, I've still never finished). A quick
search on DangDang.com will show you
hundreds of books have been translated
into Chinese. Pick a few that you already
have and read a few pages every day. | do
like the books with pinyin for younger kids. If
you want your kids to go to Chinese schools
or learn Chinese formally, mastering pin yin
is essential.

Frequent the same shops and
restaurants.
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The residents of Tianjin represent all
areas of their country; they bring along their
wonderful foods as well as their
non-Mandarin accents. Listening to a variety
of accents can get confusing to untrained
ears. To this day, | still get confused by the
way southern people say the number four,
it sounds like 'ten' to me. As you and your
kids build your fluency in Mandarin, choose
a few places that you'll primarily shop from
so that you get used to the shopkeepers'
way of speaking.

Label items around your house.

The one and only Chinese textbook |
bought before coming to China had several
pages of stickers in it. These weren't to
reward my progress but rather to put
around my house. There was one that said,
"men, door" and another had, "dian nao,
computer" on it. These were so helpful to
me.To go a step further, I'd add the
character of the word so that | could learn to
recognize it since you don't find much pin
yin out in the real world. You can make your
own labels by printing words on paper and
taping them on anything and everything
you want to learn how to say.

Find monolingual playmates for your
kids.

While it might be slow at first, your kids
will pick up lots of language by playing with
Chinese-speaking kids. You, too, will
become well versed in the language that is
used when kids play together. You don't
have to go out and set up a formal play
date; just go outside to the park or place in
your community where people exercise. Go
around the same time each day and you!'ll
see the same people. Beware, Chinese

parents will hope that your kid teaches
theirs your native language. This is fine in
theory; in reality, it rarely happens. My kids
only speak English with me. To anyone with
black hair, they respond in Chinese. But in
talking to the other caregivers I've picked up
lots of useful vocabulary.

While it probably won't be natural to
start having conversations at home in
Chinese, you can use these tips to pick up
some of this complex language and
integrate it in your daily life. Go at your
family's pace; do what feels right for the
ages and language needs of your kids. Over
time you'll notice the progress as you and
your kids find it easier to communicate with
those around you.

hile a picture may be worth

a thousand words,

sometimes words are all you

want to hear. Sometimes,

reading or concentrating on
the written word can be challenging, even
impossible. At times like that, using apps to
listen to podcasts or audio content can be
an ideal solution. Expats looking looking for
a fantastic way to expand their vocabulary
and improve Chinese listening skills will find
a free app called “Lanren Tingshu” (i AT
5 lanrén tingsha) useful. The app Ul is all in
Chinese, so be aware it will take at least a
moderate level of Chinese to navigate. That
said, it has some interesting and rather
useful features. The home page presents a
variety of podcast categories. For example, a
program teaches English vocabulary words
to prep for graduate school, another
discusses staying healthy, and one more
covers history.

Outside of delivering a large volume of
free content, “Lanren Tingshu” delivers
discussions on a variety of topics which is
key to grasping words in their native
context. While listening to a broadcast, the
user can scan forward or back in 15 second
increments, or simply skip a track all
together. It also has a feature which is
perfect for listening to content before bed
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or taking a nap. Two options are provided
for“auto-stopping”the player. One option
allows the podcast to stop after a certain
amount of time, such as 10 min., or up to 4
hours. The second option is based on
episode count, such as stop playing after 1,
2, 0r up to 10 episodes of a show.

Another app providing audio content
is"Qingting FM" (15U gingting). When
opening it for the first time, it prefers users
to login in using another account, such as
WeChat. However this step can be skipped,
essentially proceeding as a guest. There will
also be requests to allow location access
and notifications. After this, questions on
gender (male or female), and user age
based on generation. Similar to “Lanren
Tingshu’, the home screen offers a diverse
selection of content. Yet again, the Ul is all in
Chinese. Content can also be browsed
based on type, top picks, live broadcasts, or
station. While some programs are free,
others require payment to listen to the
whole track. One feature in particular that
may be of interest to expats, is the ability to
listen to various Chinese radio stations.
Stations can be chosen based on specific
location, such as Beijing or Tianjin. A number
of local Tianjin stations can be listened to.
These include “Cross-Talk” (FM 92.1),
“Transportation” (FM 106.8), and “News" (FM
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97.2).

Program content can even be
downloaded and replayed at another time.
This download feature is particularly good
for expats trying to understand what is being
said by people within certain tracks, such a
particular cross-talk skit. An added bonus is
that these local radio stations offer listeners a
way to stay in touch with local events, even
when they are away from the city.

has returned..It's a reminder that

with the colder weather comes

poorer air quality. Initiatives have
been announced over the summer aimed to
reduce this year's winter smog, but meeting
the country’s official air quality standard will, as
China’s Minister of Environmental Protection, Li
Ganijie stated, take time to solve.

One source of pollution not expected to
be solved soon is automobile emissions,
currently accounting for 70% of the country's
air pollution in major Chinese cities. Car sales
have been growing annually, reaching a
record 24 million last year. While the number
of cars on the road is similar to the United
States, China is only 73rd place when it comes
to ownership; 154 vehicles per 1000 people
compared with USA 797 per 1000. China,
already the largest market for new cars, has
plenty of potential to grow further, some
predict up to 10 times current levels.

Promoting electric vehicles (EVs)
therefore, makes sound environmental sense.
Subsidies and other incentives like free license
plates and free parking places have helped
drive sales of electric and hybrids last year to
188,700 units, up 223% - but still only a fraction
of petrol car sales. The government’s goal is to
have five million battery and hybrid cars on
the road and producing one million such
vehicles annually by 2020.
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Massive World market

China is not alone in having targets for
EVs. This year has seen the UK government
announce the ban on the sale of all new petrol
and Diesel cars by 2040, Germany and France
aim to achieve the same by 2030 and Norway,
whose EVs already account for 24% of traffic,
aim to ban new sales of combustion engines
by 2025. With similar targets being considered
by the whole EU and several US states, the
world market is massive.

Not surprising that over the next few
years, many new models are due to come on
to the market, including Jaguar's Ipace,
Porsche's Mission E, Volkswagen's 1.D. family
and Mercedes' EQ range. They will be joining
popular models such as the Nissan Leaf, the
BMW i3, the Renault Zoe. As well as the
established car makers, new start -ups are
producing a range of odd looking innovations
such as the ultra narrow Tango T600, owned
by George Clooney, or the Indian Reva sold in
Europe as a heavy quadricycle and exported to
the United States, as a Neighborhood Electric
Vehicle. Strange looking they maybe, butin a
young new industry, any one of them may
contain the next big idea.

China already has more EVs on the road
than any other country, Ford, who are
exploring a joint venture with electric car
maker Anhui Zotye Automobile Co, predict
sales of all-electric cars in China to reach four
million a year by 2025. Industry leaders

including General Motors, Volkswagen and
Nissan have announced they are launching
joint ventures with Chinese partners to
develop and manufacture EVs. These
partnerships will benefit Chinese car
manufacturers who, despite domestic success,
have failed to penetrate western markets
because of stricter government safety and
emissions regulations. Although China already
has the largest automotive industry in the
world, one of its biggest shortcomings is its
outdated gasoline engine technology.
Transitioning to large-scale EVs could give
China a competitive advantage over the West.

Costs and charges

Boosting jobs, reducing air pollution and
decreasing dependence on oil imports, make
governments keen to promote EVs.
Consumers too want the improved safety and
environmental benefits they offer and the cost
savings. Current electric prices make the per
km of travel a small fraction of petrol costs. The
lack of ail filters, gear boxes and engine tuning
makes them more reliable, adding up to lower
overall lifetime costs. The main problem is the
expensive initial outlay required due to the
batteries. Prices are declining by around 7% a
year, this is expected to make the up-front
costs gradually cheaper.

The main drawback discouraging the
switch from combustion engines, is battery
range and charging time. For most journeys,

driving to work, or around town the range is
adequate. But charging between journeys at
home is not practical unless you have a
garage. For the majority of city dwellers, a
charging station is required. Networks are
slowly being built, 169 have been built around
Tianjin which can charge 2785 vehicles
simultaneously.

Even the fastest battery technology,
however, currently takes 30 minutes to charge.
Consumers don't want to wait that long. More
convenient is to charge the vehicle while
shopping or eating, so electric points in future
will likely appear in supermarkets, car parks, at
work and motorway service stations. For some
businesses, charging customers vehicles could
become another source of income. The cost to
provide the safe power supplies needed is
high though, until there is a demand, few
businesses will invest. It relies on governments
therefore, to provide the initial investment for
the battery charging infrastructure.

China is better positioned than most
countries to provide this, it seems better at
implementing large ambitious projects than in
the west. The country is good at planning
ahead, it has the money to build networks of
expensive facilities, and can tolerate underuse,
for years, if necessary. And it has the political
strength to create the policies and local
regulatory practices to ensure the system
ultimately works.

Arecent example has been the
spectacular growth of two-wheeled EVs. The
annual sales of bicycles and scooters has

grown from fifty-six thousand in 1998 to over
twenty- one million in 2008. This growth was
facilitated by rules that banned or restricted
motorcycles in over ninety major Chinese cities
as well as allowing loose enforcement of
electric bicycle standards which makes them
cheap to purchase.

The new oil

Every electric car requires a battery. Tesla
opened the ‘Gigafactory'the largest battery
factory in the world earlier this year;
guaranteeing supply for its cars. Likewise,
Chinese automaker BYD Auto, the world's
biggest electric vehicle maker, is part of battery
maker BYD Ltd. According to Goldman Sachs
the lithium-ion battery will be a key
technology for at least the next decade,
creating a market estimated to be worth
$40bn by 2025.

Contemporary Amperex Technology Ltd,
another Chinese battery maker plans by 2020
to produce more batteries than the
Gigafactory, and is expected to be the largest
producer in the US of lithium-ion batteries. Al
these batteries require raw materials. Lithium
—described by Goldman Sachs as the ‘new
gasoline’ is only present in South America.
Chinese companies have been buying up
mining assets in Argentina with the aim of
guaranteeing supply and cutting costs. It's a
strategy that will likely make battery mass
production dominated by China in future.

The future is hard to predict. Self-driving
vehicles could eliminate the need for fast
charging and long driving ranges if, once you
have arrived at your destination, the car can
drive away and charge itself. Having your own
expensive car depreciating outside the house
becomes pointless when you can rent
appropriate vehicles that arrive fully charged
on demand. What is certain is, we will be riding
in electric cars soon, and China will be a huge
player in the electric car market.

PHOTOSHOP FANTASY

fyou've been out to some of the

more picturesque areas of town,

especially the parts that exhibit the

European history of Tianjin, you

may have noticed couples framed
in front of the foreign architecture, preening
and posing for pictures. It may for a lone
photographer, or perhaps, a whole entourage
of people with the lights and screens usually
associated with movie stars.

Photography is big business. Nearly
every shopping street of an average sized city
will have a photograph shop and a large part
of their business will be the process of
providing cheesy wedding photos. The
Chinese ministry of commerce estimates that
the photography business in China is worth
300 Billion Yuan. About the same amount as
the GDP of Iceland.

Love and fiction

Photography for weddings is a big deal
in China. Whereas in the west you may get an
uncle, who has an interest in photography
and a flash camera to do the pictures on the
wedding day, in China, it's more usual to hire a
professional company to take the pictures,
weeks or even months before the event.
Enough time perhaps for some couples to
have put on a few pounds, grown a beard or
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separated before the big day arrives.

The photographs are used in the
invitations and as decorations at the dining
venue of the wedding feast. Enlarged prints
strategically displayed, or a selection of the
romantic clichés projected in a slow scrollin a
montage of kitsch fantasy. A favourite shot,
later hung in a giant frame on the sitting room
wall, or above the marital bed.

Rather than the usual crowd shots of the
bride’s family, groom'’s family, then friends that
are the staple of the western wedding album,
Chinese wedding photos only feature the
bride and groom. In the west the couple get a
rather formal record of who attended the
ceremony and what they wore, but these
images are more a souvenir of youthful
beauty and their sentimental notions of love.

The parks and river banks in Tianjin are a
popular background, some couples will travel
further afield to take advantage of cherry tree
blossom, lavender fields, or the beaches of
Qingdao and Hainan. At the more popular
beauty spots there may be a queue of suited
beaus and white frocked brides, patiently
waiting for their turn, to be directed and to
star in their own hammy performance.

Those committed to the most romantic
of unions may even travel abroad, to the
beaches of Thailand and Bali, to Europe and

recently popular, to Highclere Castle in the UK,
the setting for the fictional TV series of
Downton Abbey. A lower budget, but no less
exotic fantasy can be experienced by
travelling to places like Thames town near
Shanghai. This town is modelled on a classic
English market town with cobbled streets,
Tudor buildings, red phone boxes and statues
of famous Britons such as Princess Diana and
Harry Potter. The empty residential
community has become a popular
background for wedding photographs and
Cosplay enthusiasts.

An easier option still, are the studios that
have sets and backdrops of romantic settings.
In Beijing a giant warehouse houses over 100
sets including a cascading waterfall and lake
with a rowing boat, a moss covered Buddhist
temple nestled among the writhing trunks of
ajungle and dry ice machines to add
atmosphere.

While few places are as large, or as
ambitious, many of the smaller studios use the
same concept. Senmei Custom Made Studio
is a typical example. A husband and wife
business situated in the Junlin Tianxia, a grand
building conveniently located near Italian
Street. Most of their business is wedding
photographs, but young girls, and it is
predominantly girls, may also spend several
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hours having a personal set of professional
photographs taken.

The best you can be

A typical day at the studio is a three-step
process starting with discussion about the
type of images being sourght. The studio has
a large wardrobe of clothes, from traditional
outfits of Han and Qing dynasties, Zhong
Shan Zhuang, Mao suits, Qipao, long evening
gowns, as well as collections of suits and
wedding dresses. After selecting the outfits,
the studio gives a make-over, designing
appropriate hair styles and make-up. It may
include the attachment of jewellery and head
dresses, there are also wigs and extensions
that can be used to provide the authentic
look.

The photography session can last several
hours, shots taken inside against coloured or
themed backdrops with the addition of
simple props. Other shots can be taken in the
decaying art deco rooms of the building, or
outside along the river and Wu Da Dao.
During the shooting several costume changes
are made, make up is re-applied and hair
re-fashioned. While poses are down to the
individuals, a good photographer also
contributes a lot of experience and ideas. They
give direction about head angle, the position
of eyes and body and hands.

After the photo shoot the images are
selected, this is either done on the computer
immediately, or a selection e-mailed so you
can take your time shortlisting the ones for
processing.

differences between the attitudes of

Chinese people to studying to that of

some people here. Obviously |am

generalising a little, but on reading
several newspaper reports recently on this
very subject, | feel that | am justified.

SNOWFLAKE STUDENTS!

Unlike a lot of students from other
countries, the majority of university students
here are self-funded in that they get student
loans to see them through their study years,
which have to be paid back once they start
work. This kind of student gets no financial
help from their parents so many think that if
they want to waste time partying whilst at
university, that is their prerogative as it is their
money that they are wasting. OK fine, in that
case who can criticise them, it is up to
everyone to decide for themselves what to do
with their time and money — however there
will be consequences for wasting these
precious ‘commodities”

Attitudes to teachers here are different
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too. A Cambridge university professor dared
to send an email to his new class of students
advising them not to waste time partying and
drinking to excess, but rather to spend the
time on their studies, as the subject of Physical
Science needed their full time and attention.
The reaction to this advice was swift and
condemnatory. He was accused of putting
students under pressure and thereby
threatening their mental well-being. Really? A
teacher having the temerity to tell students to
study hard has now become something to be
scorned at and censured for.

Another report said that many students
are failing to attend exams and turn in
assignments on time, claiming that they were
ill or that something else had prevented them
from doing so. Ok some situations are
unavoidable, but included amongst the
excuses were | had to furnish my new

apartment and so was too distracted to study”

Another priceless gem was that tests and
essay deadlines stress students out too much
so that should be a valid reason not to do
them. How about this one,“l missed the exam

because | overslept” Those particular students
may well have overslept, especially if they had
consumed large amounts of alcohol the night
before. Apparently if they fail to turn in an
assignment or to attend an exam, they have
the opportunity to go in front of a panel of
academics and plead their case as to why they
should be shown mercy. If there are
extenuating circumstances they can be given
a second chance. Needless to say, the excuses
I have quoted were unsuccessful, but they go
to show that there is a problem with the
thinking and attitude of these students in that
they really think they have extenuating
circumstances. Tolerating such behaviour is
going to leave them ill prepared for life in the
real world, when they have to not only find a
job, but keep it. They are being called
“Snowflake Students”because they melt
under pressure. Their future employers will
also not want to listen to the fact that they
didn’t come to work because they were out
buying furniture, or that they overslept.

Of
course we all know that in China thereis a
totally different attitude to education. | read a
recent report that | found quite interesting.
Students who want to take a Master’s degree
have to first apply by way of a Post Graduate
Admission Examination. The exam lasts for
three days so definitely would not suit the
students here, as the “stress"would be too
much. Such is the Chinese students'desire to
succeed, that most of them prepare a year
beforehand to take this exam. As university
dorms are quite crowded, there is no quiet
place to study so the university library is a very
desirable environment. Extraordinary footage
has been posted online of hundreds of
students who had queued up since 5a.m.
rushing to enter the library in order to secure a
seat. Ateacher vainly tried to stop those at
the back of the queue from pushing in, but he
was swamped by the crowd who simply
swarmed past him.

The People’s Daily reported on this
situation, I guess China is rightly proud of its
students'attitude to studying. A lot of the
students here would actually be coming
home at 5a.m. after partying all night, other
than that there is no way that they would get
up that early in order to queue for a library
place — mind you there would be no need,
probably the library would be empty of all but
the most dedicated students. | must add that
not all university students here are the same,
some of course take their education seriously
and study hard and in fact they are highly
sought after by the big Institutions and by the
Banking Industry.

The report went on to say that now in
China, a university degree is not enough to
secure a good job, so a Master's Degree is the
next highly desired step for those wanting to
get ahead. This year more than two million
students signed up for this exam and this
figure is up by 13.6% from last year. What will
it be next year? Asadmirable as the attitude
of these students is, of course it raises some
questions, if the bar is so high now, what will it
be in the future? Will Chinese students be
able to continually reach for the top when the
pressure is already so high? Hard work
deserves to be rewarded but only a few will
reap the benefits of such effort.

The idea is the same as in China as in winter
people need soup or stew to help keep warm
and various kinds of meat to keep up your
energy. In China, people make stews of meat
and vegetables, such as meatballs, Chinese
cabbage and vermicelli. Decades ago in north
China when vegetable produce was scarce in
winter, every household bought hundreds of
kilos of Chinese cabbages and stored them
outdoors for the main food in winter time. So
Chinese cabbage is often what comes to
people’s mind when the topic of winter
comfort food comes up.

elieve it not, not so long ago,

Nokia was the top mobile

phone in China. At the time,

apps were yet to be, and

online shopping was nothing
like it is today. Now, we've gone from none
to overload. It seems like everyone
everywhere is putting an app out and
pushing people to download it and order
online. When it comes to shopping online
on China, one, learn some Chinese. Even
some basic skills will go a long way. Two,
understand when, where and why to use
certain shopping apps.

When it comes to general shopping,
Jingdong is a must, but won't also result in
finding what you want. Be aware Taobao
may offer a wider variety of items,
particularly imports. However, be alert that
sellers maybe less reliable. Think of Taobao
a lot like eBay but without the bidding.
However, do try to contact the seller and
negotiate on some products, especially if
you plan to buy in bulk. When it comes to
Taobao, product quality and seller
reputation can be an issue. So be cautious.
As one user put it, all those “great reviews”
could be fake, so read the negative reviews
to possibly get a more accurate
understanding of the product!

When shopping online, get into the
habit of considering how soon you need
the product and what's your priority. As is,
do I want it fast, or do | want a better deal.
For example, Meiri Youxian primarily
delivers fruit and vegetables. But they also
have a selection of meats, dairy products,
and household goods. The pro to their
service is delivery within two hours of
ordering. However, the downside is,
product may at times be out of stock. In
such a case, consider having a collection of
store specific apps, such as the one for
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When shopping online, do try to contact the seller and negotiate on some products, especially if you plan to buy in bulk.

Carrefour, Vanguard, or Walmart. They may
have more selection and also offer delivery
within hours. Another app is Jingdong
Daojia. It seems a little confusing what's
the point of Jingdong having two apps,
but Jingdong Daojia is more of delivery
service, much like Baidu Waimai, or
Meituan Waimai. The latter apps are mainly
for getting restaurant food delivered to
your door. In many cases there could be a
delivery fee, unless some minimum order
amount is met. Therefore, it is good plan
your orders, so that you can meet those
minimums and avoid paying extra just for
delivery. An issue with Jingdong is delivery
often occurs the following day, or for some
items even later. That is why some users
may attempt to find items that are
“Jingdong Peisong”as this ensures faster
and more predictable delivery times.

The bottom line is we used to have no
apps for only shopping. Now, it almost
seems we have too many. While specific
items may be marginally cheaper from one
app to the next, after you factor in trying to
meeting order minimums to avoid
shipping fees, and ensuring you get the
item within orders, instead of days, chances
are you find your options for ordering
reduce significantly. Plus, don't forget to
consider tipping the delivery guy if its
Jingdong or Meri Youxian. Especially if you
live in a place where they can't enter
because of security reasons and are forced
to walk a ways. Keep in mind, each app

FOOD ALLERGIES

ood allergies are an interesting
topic because they don't seem to
stick to any particular guidelines.
You can eat a certain food one
time and have no problems, then
eat it again and all of a sudden, you have
an allergic reaction to it. It's important to
note that it is believed by some that a food
allergy is a reaction of the immune system.

There do seem to be some common
foods that trigger food allergies. While any
food could potentially cause an allergy, the
main types are: Egg, milk, nut, shellfish,
wheat, soy and fish. Allergic reactions can
range from mild to serious. It could be as
simple as hives, swelling in the mouth or
intestinal discomfort. On the other hand,
in more serious cases, it can lead to
anaphylaxis. This is a life-threatening
reaction and needs to be treated
immediately. It can cause a person’s
airways to constrict, a severe drop in blood
pressure and even unconsciousness,
according to mayocliniccom. Some
people who are aware of their food
allergies carry around an EpiPen® for
emergency situations. It is used to inject
epinephrine into the body to open up
airways and raise low blood pressure.

It is also possible to be allergic to
more than one food. In an attempt to find
out what is the problem, some people pay
a visit to an allergist. They have techniques
to diagnose a person’s food triggers, such

as a blood test or a skin test.

For a skin test the doctor will

use extracts of certain foods

and see how your skin reacts

to it. While the skin test may be
helpful, there are times,
according to Dr. Portnoy as
published on webmd.com, ‘that
people can test positive for lots of
different foods and are advised to
avoid these. It makes their life miserable
and it turns out they're not really allergic to
all of those foods after all!

Another technique that may take
several weeks is the elimination diet. This is
when a person will specifically remove a
certain food or ingredient that they
suspect is causing them allergic reactions
from their diet. In time you slowly add
back certain foods and see how your body
responds.

Sadly, there appears to be no “cure”for
food allergies, but it has been shown that
children can sometimes grow out of their
food allergy. As of now, a solution is to
avoid the food or ingredient causing
trouble to relieve symptoms. Some feel
that a food allergy is not a big deal. Yet, the
result of eating something that a person is
allergic to, even in minute amounts, can be
very tragic. So, take food allergies seriously
and see a doctor if after eating a certain
food you start having a reaction. This may
help the doctor more accurately diagnose

hen it comes to choosing the

mode of travel in Tianjin

consider the following

points. First, how many

people will be traveling
together. Public buses tend to be the
cheapest mode of mass transit. Be aware
though, bus drivers are not prepared to give
change. So riders must either have a pre-paid
bus card with valid credit on it, or cash (this
could be in coins or T RMB notes). If several
people travel together, such as a family or a
group of friends (especially if not paying via
pre-paid bus cards (which provides a
significant discount) the cost for a short trip
may be about the same as a cab. So all that
extra waiting around for a bus may not be
worth it.

Second, consider what you are traveling
with. For example, big suitcases can be
disastrous on busy buses, especially during
rush hour. Any joy related to saving money via
a cheap bus fare will be lost as other people
push you, shove you, or at a minimum give
you the death look for bringing big luggage
on the bus. In some cases, the bus driver may
even demand an extra fee for that cargo. The
biggest trouble with busing with baggage is
moving around within the bus. It is very hard
to get on and off the bus quickly and safely
with bags. Especially when the bus may be
packed like a can of sardines, simply getting to
the door to exit is challenging. Plus, there are
very few seats on the bus which lend
themselves to sitting and holding on to your

bag. Any attempt to bus with bags may mean
standing the whole way.

Third, think about the departure and
arrival location. In some cases, a bus stop or
subway stop may be right near where you
need to go, such as with the airport or train
station. This means, the hassle of busing or
taking the subway may be worth it to avoid
traffic or lengthy walks. It can be quite
disappointing to make it almost entirely to
the train station or airport before getting stuck
in bumper to bumper traffic. Or, when being
dropped off via car, finding out the nearest
drop off spot is still a way away from your
desired destination. When needing to make a
specific train or flight, the subway may be the
most reliable way of getting there. Outside of
taking the subway, pretty much every other
option is subject to brutal, stand still traffic at
any given moment due to an unforeseen
event.

Some expats may start out being
incredibly partial to cars and cabs only to
realize spending all that extra money to sit in
traffic next to a bus that will take you to the
same place for a fraction of the cost simply
isn't worth it. Not to mention, cabbies can be
incorrigible when it comes to agreeing to
stop smoking, turning on the A/C, rolling up
the windows, taking luggage, or going to a
certain destination. Bottom line, cabs and cars
may not be the best choice either
emotionally or financially. Intra-city buses can
be highly unreliable in terms of how
frequently they arrive, or in what quantity.

Wait times can go from a few moments to
over a half-hour. Inter-city buses such as those
going to Beijing leave according to fairly strict
time tables.

1) Yulong Ski Resort

Yulong is Tianjin's first large-scale ski
resort, featuring slopes for all ages and skill
levels, but more suitable for beginners and
intermediate level. They've also hired ski
instructors from the famous Yabuli Ski Resort in
Harbin so you can brush up on your skills, or
learn a new one. There is a specific area for
children to play around and it is an ideal winter
getaway for families. And if you can't ski, or just
want to take a load off, rent an inner tube and
fly down the slopes in style. Come on a
weekday for the best savings.

With 22 trails to
challenge your skills so you'll never run out of
thrills, and 16 lifts to get you back up to the
top, the fun will never stop. The slope reaches
the altitude of 2110.3 meters with
perpendicular throw from 550 meters. It also
boasts longest snow period and quality snow
for its perfect snow-making system and
geographical condition. The resort offers
Salomon high-end skiing equipments rental
service.

The resort also boasts a 4-star standard
hotel with 124 guest rooms and
multi-functional area which suits for group or
family tour.

Many resorts offer slopes for all levels of
experience but there are some that are
specific. If you're an adrenaline junky, you'll be a
little disappointed if you arrive at the resort to
find it overrun with beginners. If you
specifically want expert or beginner slopes, do
some research beforehand. First-timers are
much better off renting equipment - it's
relatively inexpensive and saves you the hassle
of hauling gear from home.

If you're traveling with your small
children, you'll be searching for somewhere
that’s car-free and that has activities to keep
them entertained outside of the skiing.

Check the weather report to see what
the day's forecasted temperature and weather
will be, then dress accordingly.

Make a point to eat a hearty breakfast in
the morning and drink plenty of water to
power up for your day in the mountains.

Stash a granola bar or some nuts in your
pocket for that moment midmorning when
you'e feeling tired and hungry and lunch is still
an hour out.

'm not as young as | was. 6 days of
travelling, climbing, hiking, camel
riding and kipping on hard sleeper
trains has left me tired with aching
knees and sore Achilles tendons. I've
travelled down the Hexi corridor along the
silk road into the far western province of
Xinjiang. Its China's largest and least
populated province and the geographic
centre of Asia. Famous for its dried fruit, its
wine precious stones, music and dance.

Turpan

Turpan is the first stop. A small city
whose vineyards are watered by the ancient
Karez tunnels, an ingenious 5000km network
of underground canals that channel melting
snow from the Tian Shan mountains. The
road from the train station is surprisingly
unmade and we speed along a dry dirt track,
stony and pot holed through an arid
landscape. Because we are so far west, dawn
is nearly 2 hours later and the sun is low on
the horizon, glowing through the clouds of
dust thrown up by a large lumbering truck
ahead.

We arrange a taxi driver for the whole
day for 450rmb. The first stop is the ruins of
Jiaohe city, impressively crowning a pillar of
land, cut away on three sides by a shallow,
sprawling river. The city, another UNESCO
heritage site, is the oldest and best preserved,
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earthen city in the world. At the entrance,
before the obligatory shuttle bus, is a
reconstruction showing how it could have
looked 2000 years ago. We wander around
the site which is wonderfully undeveloped,
there is no accompanying music, no cheap
reconstructions or tacky souvenir shops.

Later, our driver takes us to a local
restaurant for lunch, a spicy bowl of noodles
and naan bread, served on an open roof top.
Then we visit an old Uyghur village. It's partly
abandoned, partly set-up for tourists, but the
presence of beat up motor vehicles and
villagers going about their day, adds the feel
of real life rather than a museum. There is little
sign of new construction, it feels largely
genuine. Following the trip to the ruins of
Jiaohe, this village, also constructed from
mud, is like a continuation of history, a living
link with a past usually absent from China's
antiquities.

The driver is keen to show us The
Flaming Mountain. This landmark features in
the story Journey to the west'and is the
highest point in an area 500 meters below sea
level - the second lowest point on earth. On
the way to Xinjiang I'd seen the barren rocks
at Zhangye and the mountainous sand dunes
at Dunhuang. Here was a mountain turning
into sand. The top is solid and craggy, poking
out from a cone of unbroken, smooth, pale
powder. There is no rain here, no gullies

carved by streams pouring down its slopes,
just the flat even slant of the eroded rock. A
local entrepreneur, taking advantage of the,
literally, baking ground, is selling eggs cooked
hard in the material. All the breaking down is
from the extremes of temperature - the
freezing winter and searing summers. | ease
my aching frame back into the car and we
drive away from this reminder that all things,
eventually, turn to dust.

Southern route to Kashgar

The Silk Road, we'd been following, splits
after Turpan. One route going west toward
Azerbaijan and our overnight train, chugging
south, skirting the Taklimakan desert, to
Kashgar.

The top attraction in Kashgar is the
Sunday morning animal market; the largest in
Asia, where camels, horses and other livestock
are bought and sold, as they have been for
centuries. We planned to go there straight
from the station, but the train from Turpan,
‘the Star of the South'is 6 hours late. It means,
for once, going straight to the hotel. The
Sultan Hotel is one of the best I've stayed in.
Centre of the city and decorated with solid
wood furniture, tasteful fabrics and scattered
with cushions and old-fashioned lamps. Of
course, no light bulbs, but the overall
impression is expensive for what is a cheap
stay.

The highlight of Kashgar is the old city
behind the Id Kar mosque, the largest in
China. It's a warren of old Arabic buildings,
their pink and creamy walls and pale wood
windows beautifully maintained. The traffic
free streets, such as Hat Street and Smith
Street, are named after the professions
practiced in them and there are workshops
dotted between the awninged shops and
homes where wood is being turned, metal
bashed and animals chopped into chunks.
The residents here are mostly Uyghurs,
dressed in local clothes, often chatting in
groups as their children play nearby. If it
wasn't for the flags, prominently flying outside
every building, you could forget as you
wander the maze of pristine, quite streets that
this is China.

On the second day we take a bus
journey to the Karakorum highway towards
Pakistan. The road winds up towards the
Khunjerab pass, the highest international
border crossing in the world and there are
fantastic views of lakes surrounded by
snow-capped mountains of grassy riverbanks
with yaks, cattle and the occasional Yurt.
Kashgar is as far west as you can go in China.
Afew miles further and the Silk Road climbs
to the Torugart pass and into Kyrgyzstan. The
border security is tough, special permission is
required in advance to cross and the opening
times are limited because of the large time
differences. The journey along the southern
Silk Road ends here for now and we take a
2-hour flight back north to Urumaii.

Returning from Urumgqi
The capital city of the region is a typical
Chinese city, the same as thousands dotted

The Local People

around the country. Grey apartment blocks,
glossy shopping malls, large paved squares
with statues, posters and flags of the nation.
Its attraction is to stock up on souvenirs in the
bazaar and as a base for trips to the Heavenly
Lake, a beautiful stretch of water nestled in
the Tian Shan Mountains. We go as part of a
group, a bus load of Chinese couples. Part of
the busy itinerary is a visit to another minority,
the Hasake. They treat us to snacks and milky
tea while singing and dancing, in their local
dress, inside a yurt. After a sing-along, we are
encouraged to dress up in their costumes
and take pictures of each other, holding a
stuffed eagle.

Then we are shepherded off to a spot
good for taking photographs of the lake. Our
group dutifully follows the guide’s instructions
on suitable poses. Behind us, the water, bright
blue sits between humps of paler hued
mountains, their banks patched with golden
leaved trees and dark pines. It's undoubtedly a
gorgeous view. Away from the paths, free
from itineraries, the group think of tour parties
and squalid side shows, this area is another
wonderful place.

This is how to experience Xinjiang.
Exploring the area by taxi, to a soundtrack of
Uyghur music and following your own
itinerary. Visit its mud walled villages, its Arabic
markets and streets, walk among its towering
mountains, wild deserts, unsullied lakes, and
people - often poor, but rich in culture. At
present, it is natural. Largely unspoiled by the
modern world, its commercialism or
insensitive preservation. It is regularly
spectacular, constantly different. An
unforgettable encounter with a unique part
of China.

hina continues to meet the

world’s literacy standards, by

presently having over 96% literacy

rate now and increasing

compared to just 20% before
1949.

However in this world of extraordinary
technical growth and new innovations with
communications, are we falling behind
general literacy and are we able to cope with
these changes? For example, almost everyone
has a smart phone and many have at least
two, one for work and one that is personal.
Next time you are in a taxi, take a look at his
dash and you will see at least two phones
being charged and probably a two-way radio
set.

There is such a proliferation of electronic
devices, you don't need to pick up a pen and
write, like you used to. When was the last time,
you wrote a letter or even a note or card to
someone? In fact, many people are losing the
ability to spell orin Chinese terms, write
calligraphy. Just use your computer or
handheld and by starting the word, the
computer will complete the phrase and
correct the spelling and even suggest the
proper grammar. Many computer
applications are available to take dictation, just
speak into the device and the document will
be generated, even into other languages.
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Typing is the main way of communication nowadays.

AND

The rate of change is so fast, that
students in schools now may not be learning
skills for jobs that do not exist yet, or learning
skills that may be obsolete when they
graduate. A simple example would be a taxi
driver or driver of vehicles in general.
Automobile manufactures are developing
driverless vehicles and should be a reality
soon. There are roadways now being
prepared to accept driverless vehicles, the
occupation of being a driver may need to
change and adapt to being a vehicle
controller, similar to airline controllers.

See how retail marketing has changed
with the advent of eBay sales.

Now it
is expected the young millennia will change
jobs up to 20 times and having a life
expectancy of 100 years, could work for 60
years.

Companies like
JDCom, Alibaba and Taobao did not exist just
a few years and have product and market
development departments are their most
important programs.

As individuals, you need to do the same
and become adaptable and learn new skills, if
not, you will become obsolete and illiterate in
a new world. So next time, you are having a
meal with friends or loved ones, put down the
phone and have a real smart conversation.
